Abstract
In the era of hybrid warfare, internet publications have transformed from passive observers into active
instruments of geopolitical influence. While the concept of “Soft Power” implies attractiveness, modern media
strategies increasingly reflect “Sharp Power” dynamics aimed at destabilizing opponents. This study focuses
on the functional mechanisms of information warfare employed by major U.S. online publications (The New
York Times, The Washington Post) in the context of global conflicts. The research utilizes Robert Entman's
“Framing Theory” and “Critical Discourse Analysis” methods. Five specific cases (events) between 2019 and
2025 were analyzed, examining the linguistic and structural techniques used to shape public opinion. The
analysis identified seven core strategies: the disinformation loop, reliance on anonymous sources, selective
exposure, labeling, visual demonization, and technological amplification (Al/bots). The results indicate that
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media narratives often prioritize geopolitical objectives over objectivity, with modern Western digital
journalism functioning as a strategic weapon. Recommendations for enhancing national information security
and media literacy have been developed for developing nations, specifically for the Central Asian region.
